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RESOLUTION JD. No.076-2021 
 

THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE PANAMA MARITIME AUTHORITY, in use of its legal 
powers, and 

 
 CONSIDERING: 

 
That this resolution was adopted by the Board of Directors of the Panama Maritime Authority in its 
Session No.016-2021 held on October 28, 2021, after evaluating the elements brought to its 
attention. 
 
That the Republic of Panama has ratified a series of International Conventions related to maritime 
safety, navigational safety, maritime security, seafarers and the prevention and control of pollution, 
among others. 
 
That these International Conventions establish that the Administration may entrust the inspections, 
surveys and issuance of certificates to recognized organizations by it.  
 
That through Resolution J.D. No. 019-2005 of November 24, 2005, the new regulation that rules all 
Recognized Organizations to perform inspections and issue statutory certificates to the National 
Merchant Marine vessels on behalf of the Republic of Panama was issued. 
 
That through Resolution No. 106-11-DGMM of March 16, 2009, the regulation that rules all 
Recognized Security Organizations to perform evaluations, plan approvals, control audits and issue 
provisional certificates of the National Merchant Marine vessels is updated on behalf of the Republic 
of Panama. 
 
That the Board of Directors of the Panama Maritime Authority issued Resolution J.D. 018-2005 of 
November 24, 2005, modified by Resolution J.D. No. 019-2009 of October 29, 2009, later modified by 
Resolution J.D. No. 002-2010 of February 3, 2010, in which is set at SEVENTY FIVE DOLLARS 
WITH 00/100 (USD 75.00) amount for the approval, issuance, reissue, change of name or any 
modification in the particularities made to each of the certificates contemplated in the first article of 
such resolution. 
 
Likewise, it was established in Resolution J.D. 018-2005 of November 24, 2005, modified by 
Resolution J.D. No. 019-2009 of October 29, 2009, later modified by Resolution J.D. No. 002-2010 of 
February 3, 2010, in which is set at FIFTY DOLLARS WITH 00/100 (USD 50.00), amount for the 
annual and intermediate endorsements issued by the Class Societies and recognized organizations 
to the certificates listed in the first article of such Resolution. 
 
That the certificates listed in Resolution J.D. No. 018-2008 of November 24, 2005 and its 
modifications, are issued by the Class Societies and other recognized organizations on behalf of the 
Republic of Panama that require prior approval of the Panama Maritime Administration for such 
purposes. 
 
That the costs indicated in the aforementioned Resolutions were established approximately 11 years 
ago, for which, in an evaluation of the current market, it is necessary to make an adjustment to them, 
establishing new costs for the issuance of these certificates, endorsements, booklets, plans or 
manuals on behalf of the Republic of Panama. 
 
That in the same way, it is necessary to unify the guidelines and costs of the certificates, 
endorsements, booklets, plans or manuals that are issued on behalf of the Republic of Panama and 
the approvals of the Alternative Design and Arrangements (AD&A) performed under prior 
authorization, by the Recognized Organizations and/or Recognized Security Organizations, for the 
best control of it. 
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That for the reasons stated above, the Board of Directors, 
 

 RESOLVES: 
 
FIRST: SET the amount of ONE HUNDRED US DOLLARS WITH 00/100 (USD 100.00) for the 
approval, issuance and reissuance (for any of its reasons) of the statutory certificates by the 
Recognized Organizations and/or Recognized Security Organizations to Panama flag vessels 
approved by the Merchant Marine Directorate detailed in the following non-exhaustive list, without 
limitations:

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SECOND: SET THE AMOUNT OF SEVENTY-FIVE US DOLLARS WITH 00/100 (USD 75.00) for the 
endorsements done by the Recognized Organizations and/or Recognized Security Organizations 
approved by the General Directorate of Merchant Marine for the aforementioned certificates, when 
applicable, and for the following certificates listed below without limitations: 
 

1. Endorsement for Intermediate Verification of the Interim International Ship Security Certificate 
(ISSC). 

2. Endorsement for Intermediate Verification of the Interim International Ballast Water 
Management Certificate. 

3. Endorsement for the Intermediate Verification of the Interim Maritime Labour Certificate

4. Endorsement of the Maritime Labor Declaration Part II. 
 
THIRD:: SET THE AMOUNT OF SEVENTY-FIVE US DOLLARS WITH 00/100 (USD 75.00) for the 
approval, issuance, reissuance (for any of its reasons), endorsement, of the booklets, plans or 
manuals by the Recognized Organizations and/or Recognized Security Organizations, detailed in the 
following non-exhaustive list, without limitations : 
 

1. Cargo Securing Manual. 
2. Cargo Securing Manual (IMDG). 
3. Grain Loading Manual. 
4. Intact Stability Booklet 
5. Damage control plans and booklets 
6. Fire control plan/booklet. 
7. Shipboard Oil Pollution Emergency Plan (SOPEP). 
8. Garbage Management Plan. 
9. Ship Energy Efficiency Management Plan (SEEMP). 
10. Technical File - NOx Technical Code. 
11. Ship Security Plan.

15. Search and rescue cooperation plan.  
16. STS Operation Plan and Records of STS Operations

FOURTH: SET THE AMOUNT OF FIVE HUNDRED DOLLARS WITH 00/100 (UDS 500.00) for the 
Alternative Design and Arrangements (AD&A) done for each vessel by the Recognized Organizations 
authorized by the General Directorate of Merchant Marine. 
 
FIFTH: It is understood that the Panama Maritime Authority, through the General Directorate of 
Merchant Marine, may include at any time it deems appropriate any of the certificates and their 
endorsements, booklets, plans or manuals, issued by a Recognized Organizations and/or 
Recognized Security Organizations within the list described in the First and Second Article of this 
resolution and in the same way may establish or modify the amounts to be charged for the issuance 
of each of these. 
 
Paragraph: The previously established sums will apply regardless if the Certificate, Booklet, Plans or 
Manual is not listed in this Resolution. 
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SIXTH: The Recognized Organizations and/or Recognized Security Organizations must transfer 
quarterly to the General Directorate of Merchant Marine, according to the procedures and 
mechanisms stipulated by it, the corresponding amounts for the issuance, reissue (for any reason),  
endorsements of the statutory certificates and for the approval, issuance, endorsement, reissuance 
(for any of its reasons) of the booklets, plans or manuals, together with a list that indicates the names 
of the Panama flag vessels to which they have been issued such documents, as well as the number 
and type of documents issued. 
 
SEVENTH: This resolution repeals in all its parts Resolution J.D. No. 018-2005 of November 24, 
2005, Resolution No. J.D. No. 019-2009 of October 29, 2009 and Resolution No. 002-2010 of 
February 3, 2010, removes item 6 of Article One of Resolution J.D. No.020-2015 of February 26, 
2015. 
 
EIGHTH: The effects of this resolution will come into force as of April 1, 2022, so that all parties take 
the appropriate measures, and the new rates included in this resolution are implemented in their 
operations.
